It
is great that NOC can claim the Poet Laureate
of Oklahoma,” he said.

“Dr. Vaughn, Northern is honored to recog-

nize you for your service as a registered nurse,
as well as your service in the Army Reserve,
Harris added.

“I love to see that NOC grads, as both as you
have done by giving back as college educators.
That is truly paying it forward. We are honored
that you chose Northern and we are proud of
the excellence you bring to your professions.
You are bringing our mission to be Life Chang-
ing to the world”

The NOC Legacy Scholarship was also award-
ed to incoming freshman Jordan Nelson.

The NOC Alumni Legacy Scholarship has been
established through the Northern Oklahoma
College Foundation. Through the generous
support of alumni and donors, such as each of
you here this evening, the endowed scholarship
will provide students an opportunity to pursue
their educational goals at Northern Oklaho-
ma College on the Tonkawa, Enid or Stillwater
campus.

From 1965 to 1968, Kreger taught Agricul-
ture courses at NOC and served as department
chair. During this time, he pursued graduate
work at OSU in Agricultural Education.

He worked for Continental Oil and Kreger
Equipment before devoting his efforts to cattle
ranching.

At age 56, he began writing poetry born of life
experiences. Often referred to as “Cowboy Po-
etry, his works were distributed across the area.

In 1988 Joe was appointed “Poet Laureate of
Oklahoma” by Governor Frank Keating. Then,
in 2021, Governor Kevin Stitt appointed Joe to
the Laureate position once more, making him
the first poet to have received this appointment
twice.

Kreger was introduced by NOC Biological Sci-
ence Instructor Dr. Kurt Campbell.

Dr. Vaughn (Class of 1989), a graduate of
Tonkawa High School, Tara earned her Asso-
ciate Degree in Business Administration from
Northern Oklahoma College in 1989.

She earned her Bachelor of Business Admin-
istration in Marketing at the University of Cen-
tral Oklahoma and earned a Master of Public
Health at the University of Oklahoma Health
Sciences Center.

Dr. Vaughn has practiced as a registered nurse
for over 20 years and has served in the U.S.
Army Reserve for over 28 years. Shortly after

joining the Army Reserve in 1993, she attended
nursing school, eventually earning her PhD in
Nursing from the University of Texas at Tyler
in 2019. Dr. Vaughn currently serves as a regis-
tered nurse at the VA Eastern Colorado Health
Care System working in the area of Community
Care. She is also a Lieutenant Colonel in the
Army Reserve.

Vaughn’s mother, Marion Tucker, served as a
Vice President for Information Technology at
Northern Oklahoma College from 1980-2008.

Vaughn was introduced by Sheri Snyder, Vice
President for Community Relations & Devel-
opment. A video message from Nominee Fac-
ulty Emeritus Pat Hullet was also presented.

Enid Planetarium Show April 6

The Mackie Planetarium on the NOC Enid
campus will present our next show on Wednes-
day evening, April 6, at 7 p.m.

Planetarium Director Fritz Osell will present
the night sky over Enid and show prominent
constellations in the early evening sky during
March and April.

Osell will show visitors how they can find a
star factory in the constellation Orion. He will
also show how to find some clusters of young
stars and clusters of very old stars that formed
13 billion years ago shortly after the creation of
Universe.

He said they can dim the sun and show the
planets near the sun in our afternoon sky. Vis-
itors will be able to see which zodiac constella-
tion the sun and planets are visiting this month

and visitors will take a tour of the solar system
from Mercury to Pluto.

Osell will introduce a system called Slooh.
Slooh enables anyone of any age to access re-
search telescopes in the Canary Islands and in
Chile. It will show some stunning images of
galaxies, star clusters, planets and the sun that
anyone may obtain from home using these tele-
scopes.

Osell will show examples of educational proj-
ects conducted using the Slooh system and
show a curriculum guide for this system for
K-16.

Carol Hamilton, Poet, Teacher, Children’s
