 Master Lease Purchase Program Reimbursement Resolution  



SUBJECT:  Consider approval for reimbursement of capital or operating funds with Revenue Bond proceeds to fund projects in conjunction with the Renovation of Residence Halls and Cafeteria for the Tonkawa and Enid campuses. 

RECOMMENDATION:


 
It is recommended that the Northern Oklahoma College Board of Regents approve this item as the Master Lease Purchase Program Reimbursement Resolution allowing Northern Oklahoma College to purchase items prior to receipt of bond proceeds and be reimbursed upon receipt of those funds.
BACKGROUND:

The Bond Oversight Commissions require that each participating entity’s Governing Board approve their participation in the Master Lease Purchase Program and if funds are to be reimbursed by bond proceeds, a reimbursement resolution must be approved.  In certain circumstances the timing of the bond closing and receipt of bond proceeds is subsequent to the need for down payments or special payment requirements from vendors.  In those cases, the Internal Revenue Code stipulates provisions that allow an institution or entity to use available operating funds to be reimbursed when bond proceeds become available, as long as their governing board approves that intent through a formal resolution.

ANALYSIS:

On January 27, 2014, the Regents approved the use of the Master Lease Purchase Program to fund projects in conjunction with the Renovation of Residence Halls and Cafeteria for the Tonkawa and Enid campuses. Whereas delays have occurred with the Master Lease Program, Northern Oklahoma College is seeking alternative funding sources to fund payments required by the vendor for purchases prior to the receipt of bond proceeds.

Under federal guidelines, a reimbursement allocation is a designated use of bond proceeds to pay an expenditure which was previously paid from sources other than bond proceeds. According to the Internal Revenue Code, Section 1.150-2, certain preliminary original expenditures related to capital projects may be reimbursed from bond proceeds if the Board declares the intent to do so in a formal resolution. This item will serve as the formal resolution for reimbursement of capital or operating funds expended on purchases in conjunction with the Renovation of Residence Halls and Cafeteria for the Tonkawa and Enid Campuses.
