An unattended body was found near the North-
ern Oklahoma College sign at the Enid campus 
on Sunday, Jan. 9.
  �e victim was identi�ed as Bobby Gordineer, 
54, according to Cass Raines, spokesman for 
the Enid Police Department.
  Enid Police were called Sunday morning at 
10:53 a.m. when an unresponsive body was 
found at the corner of Maine and University 
near the NOC campus.
  Enid Police then dispatched a detective who 
in turn contacted the Oklahoma State Medical 
Examiner’s O�ce.  �e medical examiner came 
from Taloga, Oklahoma.
  Enid Police have classi�ed the death as unat-
tended pending the results of the medical ex-
aminer’s report.
 NOC faculty, sta�, and students were informed 
of the incident Sunday a�ernoon.
 NOC President Dr. Clark Harris stated, “Please 
be aware that earlier today, we were noti�ed of 
a deceased individual located on our Enid cam-
pus. At this time, local law enforcement o�cials 
are working the scene. �ere is no threat to the 
campus or our community. We also do not be-
lieve at this time that this individual was asso-
ciated with the College.”
