been supported by mentors from Tulsa Rocket-
ry, Brien Wood and Hal Ellis.
  �is competition is for students attending a 
Tribal College or University, a Native Ameri-
can-Serving Nontribal Institution (NASNTI), 
or who are members of an active American In-
dian Science and Engineering Society (AISES) 
collegiate chapter. Teams compete to design 
build, and �y a high-powered rocket to be 
launched as part of the spring event in Kans-
asville, WI. 
  �ere are three competitions, Mars, Moon and 
Gateway. Teams from around the country will 
be participating including teams in the Mars 
and Moon competitions from the University of 
Washington, the University of Hawaii, Univer-
sity of California, Davis, and the University of 
Colorado, Boulder. 
  NOC will be competing with Tribal Colleges 
in the Gateway competition. 
  Dr. Wood-Black says that this has been a great 
experience for the students and is excited to 
see that students are getting to participate in an 
event that has a national reach. 
  “�is is what makes NOC such a great place,” 
she said.  “Our students can come in an suggest 
an opportunity and we can run with it.”
  �e WSGC Collegiate Rocket Competition is 
intended to supply teams of a�liated university 
students with the opportunity to demonstrate 
engineering and design skills through direct 

application.   
  Student teams will be required to design, con-
struct and �y a high-power, one-stage rocket 
that, following apogee, will be recovered safe-
ly and in �yable condition, predict the rocket’s 
�ight performance.  
  Each competition, Gateway, Moon, and Mars, 
has slightly di�erent parameters, with the most 
complex being that the rocket having to col-
lect down-looking on-board video and include 
an avionic system that will actively minimize 
rocket roll-rate and monitor the rocket’s per-
formance throughout the �ight. 
  NOC is participating in the entry level com-
petition with plans to participate in the Moon 
competition next year, as the NOC students 
have enjoyed their participation.
  �e competition to date has included a series 
of design milestones, presentations, and tests. 
�e students have built a rocket named “Quix-
ote’s Quest” that they will �y during the compe-
tition during the weekend of April 22, 2022, in 
Wisconsin. Several of the Team members will 
also be attempting their Level 1 High-Power 
Rocketry certi�cation during the launch week-
end. 
  Team members Phillip Prairie Chief and Me-
gan Pickering achieved their Level 1 certi�ca-
tions earlier this year as part of the Launch 2 
Learn program associated with WSCG.

NOC students attend OKP Day
  Students, faculty, representatives from Okla-
homa’s public colleges and universities, and 
other supporters gathered at the state Capitol 
Wednesday to show appreciation for the Gov-
ernor, Legislature and state Board of Equal-
ization’s ongoing support of the Oklahoma’s 
Promise scholarship program and to encourage 
legislators to continue to fund the program.
  To kick-o� the event, Mike Jackson, Executive 
Director, Legislative O�ce of Fiscal Transpar-
ency and Je� Peters, Chief of Sta�, Oklahoma 
State Senate spoke to Oklahoma’s Promise stu-
dents about the signi�cant positive impact of 
the scholarship in their lives.
  Oklahoma’s Promise was created in 1992 by 
the state Legislature to help more Oklahoma 
families send their children to college.
  “Since 1992, more than 100,000 quali�ed 
Oklahoma students have earned the opportu-
nity to pursue higher education through the 
Oklahoma’s Promise scholarship program,” 
said Chancellor Allison D. Garrett. “�ese are 
students who committed to take rigorous ac-
ademic course work and earn good grades. In 

return, they were promised a scholarship to pay 
their college tuition. �anks to Governor Stitt 
and our legislators’ continued support of the 
Oklahoma’s Promise scholarship, we’re keeping 
that promise.”
  Nationally recognized as one of the coun-
try’s best college access programs, Oklahoma’s 
Promise is a transformational model that com-
bines emphases on academic preparation and 
�nancial support for college. �e scholarship 
program pays tuition at any Oklahoma public 
college or university until the student receives 
a bachelor’s degree or for �ve years, whichever 
comes �rst. It will also cover a portion of tu-
ition at an accredited Oklahoma private insti-
tution or for certain public career technology 
programs. �e scholarship does not cover the 
cost of fees, books, or room and board.
  To be eligible, students must apply during 
the eighth, ninth, tenth or 11th grade, and 
their family’s annual income must not exceed 
$60,000 when they apply. A student’s family in-
