 �e care Barnes and his family received from 
nurses while he was ill inspired the creation of 
�e DAISY Award for Extraordinary Nurses, 
an evidenced-based means of providing nurse 
recognition and thanking nurses for making a 
profound di�erence in the lives of their patients 
and patient families.
  “We honor faculty who inspire nurses to care 
like Patrick’s nurses cared for him and for our 
family. Recognizing and celebrating nursing 
students for the above-and-beyond care and 
compassion they show to patients and their 
families will be a strong reminder that nursing 
is not all about tasks and technology,” said Bon-
nie Barnes, CEO and Co-Founder of �e DAI-
SY Foundation. 
  Each Honoree receives a certi�cate, a DAI-
SY Award pin and a beautiful and meaningful 
sculpture called A Healer’s Touch, hand-carved 
by artists of the Shona Tribe in Zimbabwe.
